Unable to take photo and record:
check if there is enough space on the TF card and if it is not
blocked.

Recording stops automatically:
use a memory card of at least class 10. Your card may not be able
to cope with the data flow.

File error when playing photo or video:
incomplete files due to TF card storage error, use the format
function to format the card.

Fuzzy video:
check for dirt or fingerprints and clean the lens with lens paper.

Black image when shooting a sky or water scene:
scenes with high contrast will affect the auto exposure function
of the camera, you can adjust the EV in the settings.

Colors are not ideal on a cloudy day and outdoors:
set to auto white balance.

Image flickering:
due to incorrect lighting frequency, set the value to 50 or 60 Hz
according to the frequency of the local power supply.

Failure:
restart by briefly pressing the reset button after a failure.
